Students may perform traditional stand -up 
comedy, humorous songs, funny skits, and/or read comedic poetry. The goal of the 
event is to have fun and provide an outlet for students to showcase their talents. There 
will be a panel of judges who will comment on participants, and choose a winner . The 
winner will receive the grand prize and  a few minute s on stage as an opener for 
comedian  Jamie Kennedy to close out comedy week. (Other participants will be eligible 
for additional prizes).  
 
Event Parameters: 
The event is open to the entire student population for participation. Students will be 
given 3 -6 minutes to perform their act. Stu dents may perform alone, or in groups. Acts 
may include but are not limited to:  

• Stand -up Comedy  
• Humorous Songs  
• Funny Skits  
• Comedic Poetry/Readings  

 
Each 3 -6 minute performance should be original material, not copying from others work. 
A panel of judges wil l determine a winner based on several criteria including creativity, 
audience reaction, and execution. One week prior to the performance, participants must 
submit a copy/outline of their act to the Student Events Board**. Participants should 
sign up by Friday November 13th on the attached application (which should be
